MINUTES
ELMHURST PUBLIC LIBRARY
BOARD OF TRUSTEES
REGULAR MEETING
Tuesday, November 15, 2011
Kossmann Room, 7:30 p.m.

President Susan Sadowski called the November 15, 2011 meeting of the Board of Trustees to order at 7:32 p.m. in the Kossmann Room. 

Board members in attendance included Marsha Baker, Ingrid Becton, John Morrissey, Jan Vanek, Rose Walsh and Linda Wheaton.  Bill Ryan was absent. Also in attendance were Library Director Mary Beth Campe, Assistant Director Sarah Caltvedt, Public Information Coordinator Cheryl Moore, and a visitor. 

There were no comments from visitors. 

The next order of business was approval of the Consent Agenda.    Jan Vanek moved:

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

That the Minutes of the October 18, 2011 Regular Meeting be approved as presented.

That the Elmhurst Public Library Board of Trustees accepts the Comprehensive Annual Financial Report for the Elmhurst Public Library, April 30, 2011.  

That monthly rent for the More Than Mocha Café is lowered from $600.00 to $100.00 beginning with the December 2011 payment and continuing until the lease expires on June 30, 2012.  

That the remaining Committee of the Whole meetings for the 2011/2012 board meeting year are cancelled. All Library business will be discussed at the regularly scheduled Board Meetings.  Committee of the Whole Meetings will be scheduled as needed with proper notice being given to the public.  

That the December 20, 2011 Board Meeting will be rescheduled to December 13, 2011.  Proper notice will be posted to inform the public.  

That based on the lower per-copy cost and the superior equipment proposed, Administrative Staff are authorized to enter into an agreement with IKON to lease 4 copiers at a cost not to exceed $450 per month for 60 months.  

Linda Wheaton seconded the motion. The Consent Agenda was approved as presented.
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The next order of business was approval of the November 15, 2011 Accounts Payable. Marsha Baker moved:

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

That the November 15, 2011 check register be approved for payment.

Rose Walsh seconded the motion. Director Campe distributed the monthly credit card statements and commented that the payment to Barnes & Noble was for the new Magazines to Go collection.   There were no questions.  The motion carried.

Director Campe presented the Financial Reports, and noted that there had been no changes since the previous week’s Committee of the Whole meeting.

In her Director’s Report, Ms. Campe distributed copies of an article from Library Journal about digital media labs, which discusses how they are used and by whom at the Skokie Public Library.  She stated that statistics were down lightly for October, but she expected the new Magazines to Go and EBook reader collections to turn this around.  Ms. Campe referred the Trustees to staff reports on the ILA conference that were included in their packet, noting that they had gotten great ideas from the conference.  She also drew their attention to the autism resource handout prepared by the Kids’ Library.  President Sadowski added that Outreach Librarian Joyce Hagen-McIntosh had attended a SERG meeting, and Nuala Maloney-Murphy and Laura Butler had represented the Library at an autism resource fair.  Ms. Sadowski had attended both and was pleased with the Library’s participation and the opportunity to discuss bringing new autism resources to the Kids Library.  In response to a question from Ms. Sadowski last month as to why the “unspecified” circulation amount on the Director’s Report was down 50%, Director Campe explained that these were items that had not been classified as either Kids or Adults, but were now being properly identified, so the statistics would be more accurate.. 

In her President’s report, Ms. Sadowski noted that she, Marsha Baker, John Morrissey, Jan Vanek and Linda Wheaton had attended Trustee Day at the ILA Conference on October 20.  In connection with a technology session that discussed QR codes, she asked if the Library were using them.  PIC Moore responded that they had been used on posters advertising Elmhurst READS programs to link to pages on the website with more information.  She also mentioned a technology “petting zoo” for businesspeople, with Flip cameras, tablets, etc.  The Trustees also had attended a program on digital media labs given by staff from Skokie Public Library, and they discussed some of what they had learned from that.  There was also discussion of a   program on the Open Meetings Act, and Ms. Sadowski noted that all Trustees must take OMA training.  Director Campe said that she would also be taking OMA training before Ms. Caltvedt retired.
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There was no Unfinished Business.

The first item of New Business was Approval of the 2011 Tax Levy.  Jan Vanek moved:

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: 

That the 2011 tax levy for the Elmhurst Public Library will be $6,932,000, which includes annual operating revenue and funds for bond repayment.  

Linda Wheaton seconded the motion.  President Sadowski remarked that the levy had been discussed extensively at the Committee of the Whole meeting the previous week.  John Morrissey asked if the levy would represent a rate increase.  Jan Vanek responded that the Board levies a dollar amount, and the tax rate results from distributing that amount across the EAV.  Mr. Morrissey stated that he opposed an increase because there would be 5.5 months of reserves with the increase and 4.7 months’ worth without an increase.  Ms. Vanek asked if this included re-funding the Capital Replacement Fund.  Mr. Morrissey said no, in that case it would be 4 months’ worth.  A roll call vote was taken:
